Words come into the English language in three major ways. They may enter
English as loanwords, words taken into English from another language, or
sometimes from a regional dialect or another variety of English. English has
accepted words from many different languages. A strong trend is for words from
American English to spread to other varieties of English.

New words can be created by word formation, when words are formed by taking
existing words, or pieces of words, and putting them together to make new ones
(for example, chat room or change management).

New words can come from layering, when an existing word splits into more than
one meaning. It results in polisemy (several or many meanings of the word).
Unlike some other languages, English has never tried to prevent foreign words
from coming into it. Words have entered from French, Latin, Greek, Italian,
Spanish, Chinese, Japanese, and

Hindi, as well as many other languages. These words have often lost their feeling
of being foreign and become English words.

In 1066, William the Conqueror invaded England from Normandy in France.
French became the language of power and prestige. At this time, numerous French
words entered the language, especially those concerned with power, such as duke,
duchess, count, countess; or words concerned with authority, such as parliament,
government; or with law, such as accuse, attorney, crime. Other French words that
were adopted related to fashion, such as apparel, dress; or to the arts, such as
music, poem; or to moral qualities, such as courtesy, charity.

Existing English words did not necessarily disappear. Often they remained
alongside the newer French ones, but were used in more ordinary surroundings.
For example, the English- 15speaking lower classes retained the names of the
animals cow, sheep, swine (all from Old English).

Meanwhile, the French names, beef, mutton, and pork, were adopted when these
animals were eaten as meat, as meat was more commonly eaten by the rich, noble
families.

Latin, the language of the church, also played a major role. In some cases, English,
French, and Latin words with similar meanings are found side by side, as with help
(English), aid (French), assistance (Latin) and book (English), volume (French),
and text (Latin).

Many Latin words were adopted into English during the 16th and 17th centuries.
These were mainly part of the written language, and tended to be intellectual in
nature, such as analysis, apparatus, appendix, formula, and curriculum. Some, such

as those just listed, were taken over in their Latin form, but others were adapted to

English spelling, such as history, maturity, polite, and scripture. Few people
nowadays would recognize the Latin basis of words such as history or polite.

In the 17th century, English was in contact with other major European languages,
and this is reflected in words being “borrowed” from French (colonel, machine,
cartridge), from Spanish (armada, banana, galleon) and from Italian (ballot,
carnival, madrigal).

Now, in the early 21st century, new words relating to computers and the Internet
possibly outnumber all other, for example: cyber sickness — a feeling of illness
caused by using a computer for long periods of time or being in a room with a lot
of computers; keypal — someone with whom you regularly exchange e-mail,
screenager (informal) — a young person who spends a lot of time using computers
and Internet.

Words are continually coming into English. So is the language getting bigger and
bigger?

Yes, it is. But words do not necessarily stay for ever. They may fall out of use, and
die away.

Sometimes you may think you have the
stomach flu, when it is actually food poisoning.
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Protect your health, and the health of your family and community: handle
food safely.

There are many things you can do to prevent food poisoning. Handling,
preparing, and storing food safely will help prevent harmful bacteria from growing
on your food.

Clean: Wash your hands with warm, soapy water. Wash and sanitize work
surfaces before and after preparing foods. Wash raw fruits and vegetables before
you prepare and eat them. Separate: Always keep raw meat, fish and poultry
separate from cooked foods, or foods that will be eaten raw like fruits and
vegetables. Cook: You cannot rely on the colour or smell of food to know when
your food is thoroughly cooked. Use a thermometer by inserting the food
thermometer in the thickest part of the food to check if it is cooked to the
recommended internal temperature. Chill: Chilling food properly is important.
Harmful bacteria can grow quickly when food is in the danger zone of 4°C to 60°C
(40°F to 140°F). To reduce the chances of this happening, you should refrigerate or
freeze cooked food within 2 hours. These recommended storage times will keep
food safe to eat and prevent leftovers from spoiling. The guidelines for freezer
storage are provided for quality purposes.

Hunting and gathering are good activities for your body and health. They are
also an excellent way to put traditional foods on the table, which are known to
have many health benefits. When you are hunting, or gathering wild plants, berries,
and vegetables, it is best to follow these food safety practices to avoid getting food
poisoning:

After field dressing, cool the carcass by cutting it into halves, quarters, or
pieces. Place the pieces in clean cloth or plastic bags and place in a cooler with ice.
Keep game meat cool and covered until it is ready to be cooked, or frozen for later
use. Cook the meat thoroughly to the recommended internal cooking temperature
to Kkill any bacteria or parasites that may be present. Do not pick plants or berries

that are near a road, construction site, or railway. Pick berries that are firm and free
from bruises or mould. Avoid picking plants that are wilted.

Text

The Virgin Lands Campaign was Nikita Khrushchev’s 1953 plan to
dramatically boost the Soviet Union’s agricultural production in order to alleviate
the food shortages plaguing the Soviet populace. In September 1953, the Central
Committee plenum — composed of Khrushchev, two aides, two Pravda editors, and
one agricultural specialist — met to determine the severity of the agricultural crisis
in the Soviet Union. Earlier in 1953, Georgy Malenkov received credit for
introducing reforms to solve the agricultural problem in the country, including
increasing the procurement prices the state paid for collective farm deliveries,
reducing taxes, and encouraging individual peasant plots. Khrushchev, irritated
that Malenkov had received credit for agricultural reform, introduced his own
agricultural plan. Khrushchev’s plan both expanded the reforms that Malenkov
began and proposed that 13 million hectares (130,000 km2) of previously
uncultivated land be plowed and cultivated by 1956. This land was located on the
right bank of the Volga, the northern Caucasus, Western Siberia, and Northern
Kazakhstan. The Kazakhstan party leader at the time of Khrushchev’s
announcement, Rakhmizhan Shayakhmetov, played down the potential yields of
Virgin Lands in Kazakhstan. He did not want Kazakh land under Russian control.
Molotov, Malenkov, Kaganovich and other leading party members expressed
opposition to the Virgin Lands Campaign. Many believed the plan was not
economically or logistically feasible.

Malenkov preferred initiatives to make the land already under cultivation
more productive, but Khrushchev insisted that bringing huge amounts of new land
under cultivation was the only way to get a major increase in crop yields in a short
amount of time.

Instead of bribing peasants with monetary compensation, Khrushchev’s
strategy to recruit workers for the new virgin lands was to advertise the opportunity
as a socialist adventure for Soviet youth. During the summer of 1954, 300,000

Komsomol volunteers traveled to the Virgin Lands. Following the rapid Virgin
80



Land cultivation and excellent harvest of 1954, Khrushchev raised the original goal
of 13 million new hectares of land under cultivation by 1956 to between 28-30
million hectares (280,000-300,000 km2). Between the years 1954 and 1958, 30.7
million rubles were spent on the Virgin Lands Campaign and during the same time
the state procured 48.8 billion rubles worth of grain. From 1954 to 1960, the total
sown area of land in the USSR increased by 46 million hectares, 90% of which
was part of the Virgin Lands Campaign.

Overall, the Virgin Lands Campaign succeeded in increasing production of
grain and alleviating food shortages in the short term. The enormous scale and
initial success of the campaign were quite a historical feat. However, the wide
fluctuations in grain output year to year, the failure of the Virgin Lands to surpass
the record output of 1956, and the gradual decline in yields following 1959 mark
the Virgin Lands Campaign as a failure and surely fell short of Khrushchev’s
ambition to surpass American grain output by 1960. From today's perspective, the
campaign laid the ground for a recovery of post-independence wheat production in
Kazakhstan.

Kostanai Region, the westernmost of the three regions forming Kazakhstan's
bulbous northern ‘cap’, is an important centre of wheat production, as well as of a
number of key mineral resources, especially iron ore, asbestos and bauxite. Its
regional capital, Kostanai, is a pleasant provincial city on the banks of the River
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Tobol. Kostanai owes its existence to Tsarist-era regional administration. The
Tsarist authorities decided that the administration of the Nikolaevsk District, which
was being handled from Troitsk, on the territory of present-day Russia, required
the establishment of a new urban settlement. In 1870, surveyors chose a site at
Urdabai on the banks of the Tobol. But a commission led by the Military Governor
of Turgai Region, one Major General Konstantinovich, visiting the place in 1879,
decided that the Urdabai site was quite inappropriate for a town and alighted on a
new location nearby, at a place called Kustanai. The first settlers arrived from
Orenburg in the summer of that year. The town mushroomed and obtained city
rights only 14 years after its establishment.

In 1893, the settlement was given urban status, and the name of
Novonikolaevsk. The latter did not however stick, partly because of the confusing
proliferation of towns sharing the name of the new Tsar, and it reverted to
Kustanai, meaning "place for travel yurts", in 1895. The fertile steppe soils around
the town were an attraction for settlers from land-poor parts of the Tsarist Empire,
and by 1911 Kustanai already had a population of more than 25,000.

Trade was the town's main activity in its early years, as its location at the
ford across the Tobol made it strategically significant. Later, when the area's iron
and bauxite ore reserves were opened up near Rudniy, the city became the centre
for the region's expansive mining development. In the large mines of Sokolov-
Sarbay iron ore is mined in open pits. Kaolin, titanium, zirconium, gold and brown
coal are also exploited in the Kostanay area.

During the 1950s, large areas of virgin land around Kostanay were
developed for wheat and other agriculture, and in 1984 an impressive-looking
monument to the virgin land pioneers was erected in the regional capital. With the
shift to agriculture, large food- processing enterprises were added to the city's
industrial economy. Even today, the region can be described as highly cultivated
and prosperous-much has also been done in recent years for the development of
culture, sport and tourism.

Kostanai today retains many attractive red-brick buildings from the Tsarist
period. The evacuation of factories to Kostanai during World War 11, and the city's
post-war role as one of the hubs of the Virgin Lands Campaign, further promoted
its development. After weathering the difficult post-independence years, the city
displays much renewed development, exemplified by the pedestrianised centre,
vibrant on warm summer evenings.
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A handful of beautiful buildings from the time of its foundation have been
preserved in the town centre, between the railway station and the river, and they
now house the Russian Drama Theatre, the university and some administrative
offices. Also worth a visit are the beautiful old Maral Ichana mosque and the
Russian Orthodox cathedral.

The town itself is relatively green and peaceful; there are pleasant, good-
value cafes and restaurants, an effervescent bazaar and a local history museum at
118a Altynsarin St.

Text

The grain trade is probably nearly as old as grain growing, going back the
Neolithic Revolution ( around 9,000 BC ). Wherever there is a scarcity of land
(e.g. cities) people must bring in food from outside to sustain themselves, either by
force or by trade. However, many farmers throughout history (and today) have
operated at the subsistence level, meaning they produce for household needs and
have little leftover to trade. The goal for such farmers in not to specialize in one
crop and grow a surplus of it, but rather to produce everything his family needs and
become self-sufficient. Only in places and eras where production is geared towards
producing a surplus for trade (commercial agriculture), does a major grain trade
become possible.

Early trade was most likely by barter, and because hauling large amounts of
grain around was so difficult with ancient technology, the trade was probably quite
limited in terms of the volume traded and the area moved. The development of the
money economy and the wheel, would have facilitated a much more expansive
trade.

In the ancient world, grain regularly flowed from the hinterlands to the cores

of great empires: maize in ancient Mexico, rice in ancient China, and wheat and
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barley in the ancient Near East. With this came improving technologies for storing
and transporting grains; the Hebrew Bible makes frequent mention to ancient
Egypt's massive grain silos.

During the classical age, the unification of China and the pacification of the
Mediterranean basin by the Roman Empire created vast regional markets in
commodities at either end of Eurasia. The grain supply to the city of Rome was
considered by be of the utmost strategic importance to Roman generals and
politicians.

In Europe with the collapse of the Roman system and the rise of feudalism
many farmers were reduced to a subsistence level, producing only enough to fulfill
their obligation to their lord and the Church, with little for themselves, and even
less for trade. The little that was traded was moved around locally at regular fairs.

A massive expansion in the grain trade occurred when Europeans were able
to bring millions of square kilometers of new land under cultivation in the
Americas, Russia, and Australia, in an expansion starting in the fifteenth and
lasting into the twentieth century. In addition the consolidation of farmland in
Britain and Eastern Europe, and the development of the railway and steam ship
shifted trade from local to more international patterns.

Text

As one of the key areas of food safety the food industry of Kazakhstan is
among priorities of economic development. Directly tied to the agro-industrial
complex, the industry represented by numerous sectors, manufacturing more than
800 products, is closely connected with processing of vegetable and animal raw
materials.

In 2010, production of food and beverages in the country made up 22% - at
810.8 billion tenge. The largest share belongs to flour-milling industry, bakeries
and dairy products.

Among the leading regions in this industry are Kostanai, South-Kazakhstan
and Karaganda oblasts.

The lion share of wheat flour’s production, the total volume of which
amounted to 41.7 thousand tons, was concentrated in Pavlodar and East
Kazakhstan oblasts and in Astana.
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The overwhelming part of the rice market in Kazakhstan was provided by
Kyzylorda oblast.

Major share of bread production is concentrated in South Kazakhstan, East
Kazakhstan, Pavlodar and Karaganda regions.

As for dairy products, their regional structure varies depending on their
types. Of the total volume of processed milk and cream in 2010 around 294.4
thousand tons was manufactured in Almaty, Kostanai and Akmola regions.

As for the food products in the resource balance of which import prevails,
there are the manufacturing sector of flour, which not only saturates domestic
market, but is also oriented to foreign markets. In 2010, the share of exports of
flour in total production amounted to 67.4% (2 301.5 thousand tons worth 537.2
million dollars), which mainly go to Uzbekistan and Afghanistan.

Along with domestic products import-dependent goods are also represented
in internal market, for instance such as big volumes of frozen meat and poultry,
mainly imported from the U.S. There are also animal fat - sheep, goat and pig.

Other import —dependent commodities of food industry include cheese and
curd, coffee and tea, skimmed milk, corn oil, apples - their share of imports in
domestic consumption is 57.2%.

Despite the large volumes of imported goods in a number of products, the
country has big potential in the food industry. To strengthen Kazakhstan’s
positions in domestic and international food markets the Government of
Kazakhstan approved the sectoral Industrial Development Program for AIC
development in 2010-2014. The main objectives are production of quality
competitive agricultural goods and foodstuffs to meet the needs of domestic market
and to take up export niches on the base of sustainable development and creation
of modern agricultural infrastructure.

In addition to this program, the Law "On introducing amendments to
some legislative acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan on local content” was adopted.
In accordance with the document from January 1, 2010 a regulation providing for
public procurement of food products exclusively from domestic producers, came
into effect.

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A bakery (or baker's shop) is an establishment that produces and sells flour-
based food baked in an oven such as bread, cakes, pastries, and pies. Some retail
bakeries are also cafes, serving coffee and tea to customers who wish to consume
the baked goods on the premises.

Some bakery shops provide services for special occasions such as weddings,
birthday parties, anniversaries, or even business events. Bakery shops can provide
a wide range of cakes designs such as sheet cakes, layer cakes, tiered cakes, and
wedding cakes. Other bakeries may specialize in traditional or hand made types of
bread made with locally milled flour, without flour bleaching agents or flour
treatment agents, baking what is sometimes referred to as artisan bread.

Grocery stores and supermarkets, in many countries, now carry prepackaged
or pre-sliced bread,cakes, and other pastries. They can also offer in store baking
and basic cake decoration. Nonetheless, some people may still prefer to get their
baked goods from a small artisan bakery, either out of tradition, for the availability
of a greater variety of baked goods, or for the higher quality products characteristic
of trade of baking.

Baked goods have been around for thousands of years. The art of baking was
developed early during the Roman Empire. It was a highly famous art as Roman
citizens loved baked goods and demanded for them frequently for important
occasions such as feasts and weddings etc. Due to the fame and desire that the art
of baking received, around 300 BC, baking was introduced as an occupation and
respectable profession for Romans. The bakers began to prepare bread at home in
an oven, using mills to grind grain into the flour for their breads. Although, the
oncoming demand for baked goods vigorously continued and the first bakers’ guild
was established in 168 BC in Rome. This drastic appeal for baked goods promoted
baking all throughout Europe and expanded into the eastern parts of Asia. Bakers
started baking breads and goods at home and selling them out on the streets. This
trend became common and soon, baked products were getting sold in streets of
Rome, Germany, London and many more. This resulted into a system of delivering
the goods to households, as the demand for baked breads and goods significantly
creased. This provoked the bakers to establish a place where people could purchase
baked goods for themselves. Therefore, in Paris, the first open-air bakery of baked
goods was developed and since then, bakeries became a common place to purchase
delicious goods and get together around the world. By the colonial era, bakeries
were commonly viewed as places to gather and socialize.

Animal feed is food given to domestic animals in the course of animal
husbandry. There are two basic types, fodder and forage. Used alone, the word
"feed" more often refers to fodder. "Fodder" refers particularly to food given to the
animals (including plants cut and carried to them), rather than that which they
forage for themselves. It includes hay, straw, silage, compressed and pelleted
feeds, oils and mixed rations, and sprouted grains and legumes. Feed grains are the
most important source of animal feed globally. The amount of grain used to
produce the same unit of meat varies substantially. According to an estimate
reported by the BBC in 2008, "Cows and sheep need 8kg of grain for every 1kg of
meat they produce, pigs about 4kg. The most efficient poultry units need a mere
1.6kg of feed to produce 1kg of chicken." Farmed fish can also be fed on grain,
and use even less than poultry. The two most important feed grains are maize and
soya bean, and the United States is by far the largest exporter of both, averaging
about half of the global maize trade and 40% of the global soya trade in the years
leading up the 2012 drought. Other feed grains include wheat, oats, barley, and
rice, among many others.

Traditional sources of animal feed include household food scraps and the
byproducts of food processing industries such as milling and brewing. Scraps fed
to pigs are called slop, and those fed to chicken are called chicken scratch.
Brewer's spent grain is a byproduct of beer making that is widely used as animal
feed.

"Compound feed" is fodder that is blended from various raw materials and
additives. These blends are formulated according to the specific requirements of
the target animal. They are manufactured by feed compounders as meal type,
pellets or crumbles. The main ingredients used in commercially prepared feed are
the feed grains, which include corn, soybeans, sorghum, oats, and barley.
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Compound feed may also include premixes, which may also be sold separately.
Premixes are composed of microingredients such as vitamins, minerals, chemical
preservatives, antibiotics, fermentation products, and other essential ingredients
that are purchased from premix companies, usually in sacked form, for blending
into commercial rations. Because of the availability of these products, a farmer
who uses his own grain can formulate his own rations and be assured his animals
are getting the recommended levels of minerals and vitamins.

According to the American Feed Industry Association, as much as $20
billion worth of feed ingredients are purchased each year. These products range
from grain mixes to orange rinds to beet pulps. The feed industry is one of the most
competitive businesses in the agricultural sector, and is by far the largest purchaser
of U.S. corn, feed grains, and soybean meal. Tens of thousands of farmers with
feed mills on their own farms are able to compete with huge conglomerates with
national distribution. Feed crops generated $23.2 billion in cash receipts on U.S.
farms in 2001. At the same time, farmers spent a total of $24.5 billion on feed that
year.

The warm-season cereals are grown in tropical lowlands year-round and in
temperate climates during the frost-free season. Rice is commonly grown in
flooded fields, though some strains are grown on dry land. Other warm climate
cereals, such as sorghum, are adapted to arid conditions.

Cool-season cereals are well-adapted to temperate climates. Most varieties
of a particular species are either winter or spring types. Winter varieties are sown
in the autumn, germinate and grow vegetatively, then become dormant during
winter. They resume growing in the springtime and mature in late spring or early
summer. This cultivation system makes optimal use of water and frees the land for
another crop early in the growing season.

Winter varieties do not flower until springtime because they require
vernalization: exposure to low temperatures for a genetically determined length of
time. Where winters are too warm for vernalization or exceed the hardiness of the
crop (which varies by species and variety), farmers grow spring varieties. Spring
cereals are planted in early springtime and mature later that same summer, without
vernalization. Spring cereals typically require more irrigation and yield less than
winter cereals.

Once the cereal plants have grown their seeds, they have completed their life
cycle. The plants die and become brown and dry. As soon as the parent plants and
their seed kernels are reasonably dry, harvest can begin.

In developed countries, cereal crops are universally machine-harvested,
typically using a combine harvester, which cuts, threshes, and winnows the grain
during a single pass across the field. In developing countries, a variety of
harvesting methods are in use, depending on the cost of labor, from combines to
hand tools such as the scythe or cradle.

If a crop is harvested during wet weather, the grain may not dry adequately
in the field to prevent spoilage during its storage. In this case, the grain is sent to a
dehydrating facility, where artificial heat dries it.
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In North America, farmers commonly deliver their newly harvested grain to
a grain elevator, a large storage facility that consolidates the crops of many
farmers. The farmer may sell the grain at the time of delivery or maintain
ownership of a share of grain in the pool for later sale. Storage facilities should be
protected from small grain pests, rodents and birds.

Definition and Nature of the Work. Agricultural technicians are employed in
all phases of the agribusiness industry. Many work for scientists involved in plant
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and animal research. Technicians relieve highly paid professionals such as
agronomists, animal and dairy scientists, and food technologists of routine duties.
Technicians also work for food processing firms and companies that manufacture,
distribute, and market agricultural supplies. Some sell goods and services. Others
work for banks, lending companies, and insurance companies. Many others work
for large farms and farm cooperatives. Those who work on farms are often called
technical farm workers.

They generally work for a farmer or farm manager. They may also work for
grain and food processing firms that rent fields and orchards. Technical farm
workers are usually in charge of growing and harvesting crops and protecting them
from hazards such as disease and pest infestation. These technicians often
supervise unskilled workers who plow fields, pick fruit, or operate harvesting
equipment. Sometimes technical farm workers decide when and how to plant or
harvest, or experiment with methods of improving the quality and quantity of
crops. They may provide technical support in animal breeding, nutrition, and
disease control. They may also operate complex harvesting equipment or
machinery that spreads weed killers or pesticides. Technicians who sell products or
services are called farm sales representatives.

Some work for firms that make and sell fuel, lubricants, sprays, seeds, and
fertilizers. Farm sales representatives have a knowledge of farming, particularly
whether a farm has any use for their firm's products or services. If they sell
products that are used only during certain seasons, they know what time of year to
approach their customers. An important part of their job may be calculating the
needs of a farm according to the size of its fields and herds. Agricultural
technicians also work for firms that sell insurance, lend money, or offer services
such as record keeping and crop picking. Banks, lending agencies, and insurance
firms rely on agricultural technicians to estimate the value of crops, livestock, and
farm properties.

An associate degree or two years of schooling at a four-year college is
needed to work as an agricultural technician. Some two-year agricultural colleges
offer degree programs in agricultural technology. Courses are also available at
junior colleges and vocational schools. Choose a course of study suitable to the
kind of job desired upon graduating. For example, many schools offer courses that
prepare students to work in the feed, seed, and grain industry. Courses in fruit, nut,
berry, or grape production are helpful, as are marketing and business courses.

Some schools offer work-study programs that enable students to get practical
experience. These programs may make it easier for students to find jobs when they
graduate.

Getting the Job

The school placement office or college teachers may be able to help
prospective agricultural technicians find a job. People encountered during work-
study programs or summer jobs may be hiring or helpful in finding work. The state
employment office may list openings for agricultural technicians. Check the want
ads in newspapers for openings. Apply directly to farms, cooperatives, food
processors, and other firms. To get a job with a government agency, apply to take
the necessary civil service test.

Advancement Possibilities and Employment Outlook

Agricultural technicians can advance to positions that bring higher pay and
greater responsibilities. For example, those who work for government agencies
usually advance as they gain experience or continue their education. Technicians
who work for cooperatives; for food processing companies; or in the feed, seed,
and grain industry can advance to positions in marketing and public relations.

As new agricultural technology is developed, workers with training beyond
high school will be needed in increasing numbers. However, most job openings
will be to replace workers who leave the field.

Working Conditions

Working conditions depend on the type of work involved. For example,
technicians who work in grain elevators work indoors. Their work may be fairly
routine. Those who work for agricultural scientists or technologists are also
generally indoors. They may spend much of their time performing laboratory
research and testing, or writing reports in an office. Technical farm workers, on the
other hand, are often involved in outdoor work and hands-on farm management.
Field representatives and agents have a great deal of contact with farmers and tend
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to travel a lot during the growing and harvesting seasons. Their work-days may be
long and hectic when they do scheduling work.

In botany, grains and cereals are synonymous with caryopses, the fruits of
the grass family. In agronomy and commerce, seeds or fruits from other plant
families are called grains if they resemble caryopses. For example, amaranth is
sold as "grain amaranth”, and amaranth products may be described as "whole
grains". The pre-Hispanic civilizations of the Andes had grain-based food systems
but, at the higher elevations, none of the grains was a cereal. All three grains native
to the Andes are broad-leafed plants rather than grasses such as corn, rice, and
wheat.
